d.  Mr. Kerr introduced Mr. Don MacKellar, NAS Oceana’s Traffic safety Coordinator who discussed types and causes of accidents that occur on our station.  He mentioned there has been an increase in accidents due to people not paying attention while backing out of parking places.   Mr. MacKellar also mentioned that all military and civilian personnel who drive government vehicles and are under the age of 26 must take the 4 hour Driver Improvement Program Course.  A representative from your command can teach this program with the use of the course materials provided by the Virginia Beach Storefront Safety Office.  You may contact Mr. MacKellar at 492-7076 for the course materials. Mr. MacKellar also mentioned there has been an increase in numbers of drivers driving with suspended licenses or no license at all.  


e.  Mr. Kerr then introduced Mr. Mike Borkowski, Traffic Safety Specialist from the Naval Safety Center who gave an excellent presentation on traffic safety, drinking and driving and the importance of seat belts.  


f.  After the presentation Ms. Debbie VanBuskirk, Safety Specialist from the Virginia Beach Storefront Safety Office discussed the new COMNAVREGMIDLANTINST 6280.1 and how it relates to the station’s Hazardous Materials Program.  The instruction will be fully implemented by 16 April 03.  Personnel at that time will be required to use the enclosure to the instruction to request addition of new hazmat to their Authorized Use Lists (AULs).  Instead of coming to the Safety Office first, they must take the form and the Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) to the HAZMIN Center, who will then forward the request to the Industrial Hygiene (IH) Office, Environmental, and Safety for approval.  HAZMIN will then notify the command of results.  This instruction and changes to the procedures for approval are located on the safety website.  If you have any questions please contact Debbie at 433-2211.


g.  Mr. Markvart, Dam Neck Division Head indicated that SF91 Accident Forms must be kept in all government vehicles.
