1. Per reference (a), the August Traffic Safety/Safety Representative Committee Meeting was called to order at 0930, 5 August 2003, in conference room A, building 230.  The XO opened the meeting with his appreciation of the attendance of all safety representatives that were there.  The XO asked all representatives to introduce themselves. 

2. Old Business.

Mr. Charles Vidrine, Traffic Engineer from the Regional Engineer’s Office, presented the committee with preliminary findings and recommendations from his study of NAS Oceana traffic flow, patterns, and accidents, primarily of Tomcat Blvd and Hornet Drive.   Enclosure (1) is the Oceana Traffic Study.

 Two additional areas were discussed and will be studied as part of the traffic study:  E Avenue and 3rd Street, possibly placing a 4-way stop sign; and D Avenue and 5th Street, due to heavy traffic at the Navy Federal Credit Union on paydays 

3. New Business.

XO stated that the CO is considering requiring military supervisors to accompany their service members when they go to traffic court.  LTCOL Mike Leggiardro, Virginia Beach Precinct Commander is the Hearing Officer.

Suggestion was made to install pedestrian crosswalk signs at NAS Oceana crosswalks similar to the ones used at NAVSTA Norfolk.  Safety Office will investigate.

PWC stated that traffic counters are available if needed for the traffic study.

Denis Bradshaw presented 3rd quarter traffic violations charts.  Traffic accidents and DUIs remain high.  POV to POV accidents are the leading trend on types of accidents.  Most accidents occur in parking lots, with accidents on Tomcat Blvd being the thrust area for the traffic study due to this area being the most dangerous.  Also, eight accidents occurred at gates during the 3rd quarter, but no trend could be established.

Policy regarding use of golf carts as stated in OPNAVINST 5100.12G was reiterated.  Golf carts are not motor vehicles and are only authorized at NAS Oceana on the golf course, airfield, and at air shows.  

Copies of Frequently Asked Questions regarding the Naval Safety Center’s Web Enabled Safety System (WESS) were made available to attendees.  Although the Safety Office reports mishaps to this system for many NAS Oceana tenants, many report their own.  It was noted that mishaps are to be reported daily or as soon thereafter as possible.

The Safety Office has posted on its website, www.nasoceana.navy.mil/safety, instructions, forms, pricing, ordering information catalog, etc, for purchasing safety glasses.  The question arose regarding who pays for service member’s eyeglasses.  They are paid for out of an activity’s OPTAR.  The question arose as to why cranials used on the flight line could not be fitted with prescription eyeglasses and integral to the cranials as circumaural muffs are.  Safety office will investigate.
It was noted that Operational Risk Management (ORM) information has been added to the Safety Office website on the homepage.  This includes the ability to download ORM business cards defining the 5-step process and Risk Matrix cards.
