1.  Opening:  Safety Representative

2.  Old Business:


a.  None.     
3.  New Business:


a.  QMCM Dan Phelps showed an Spring Off-Duty Safety Presentation provided by the Naval Safety Center.  There is a quarterly requirement for seasonal Recreational Off-Duty Safety (RODS) training. This presentation is available by contacting QMCM Phelps at 433-2360.  The safety office is available to assist in providing required training.


b. Don MacKellar discussed CATEGORY 3 Crane training information.  There will be an audit in August from the Naval Crane Center.  Mr. MacKellar will visit all commands who have cranes and assist with preparation for the audit.

4.  Open Discussion:

6.  Old Business:  


a.  In response to the question about shuttle service for military living in the barracks, brought up at the March meeting, CAPT Bailey, the XO, said that it would be cost prohibitive to hire a driver, but if there are any volunteers that would be welcomed.  He made suggestions such as limited duty personnel.   


b.  CAPT Bailey stated that improving the walking paths/crosswalks is now a khaki initiative and will be completed soon, weather permitting.  

7.  New Business:  


a.  Don MacKellar commented that he turned in Seatbelt Survey to the Naval Safety Center as required by OPNAVINST 5100.12G.


b.  Mr. MacKellar also discussed trends in traffic mishaps.  These included:



1)  
Frequent POV-POV traffic mishaps in parking lots (particularly NEX/Commissary) involve improper backing. 



2)  Failure to Yield noted particularly at Tomcat Blvd. cross streets. 


c.  USAA has provided the Safety Office with three training packages on Driver Safety Awareness. They are available to be checked out of the Safety Office and used at your commands.  QMCM Phelps is the point of contact 433-2360.

8.  Open Discussion: 


a.  ENS Carpenter thanked AIMD for making the new traffic signs.  It saved a lot of money.


b. The XO thanked everybody on base for their patience and the smooth traffic flow during the construction at the front gate.


c.  The XO commented how well the new solar lights are working in the parking lots.  


d.  The traffic needs to stop for pedestrians at crosswalks.  This is especially a problem at high pedestrian traffic areas such as FITWING and NAMTRAU.  Pass on to personnel to please be considerate for pedestrians.  The possibility of warning signs, such as those used at Naval Base was suggested. 


e.  All the steps going over the steam pipes are being repaired.  You will see improvements soon.  


f.  The Fire Department is stressing the importance of proper disposal of hot charcoal when grilling this spring/summer.  Please do not put hot coals in any dumpster.  Extinguish coals with water or sand.  Coals should be placed into a metal container (i.e., trash can) when warm/hot to allow to cool, before being disposed of in a dumpster.    


g.  Dick Markvart mentioned there should be better access to the command picnic area.  With the change in traffic patterns turning into the area is confusing.  P.O. Olson is working with Security on that issue. 


h.  There was a suggestion to add cones at the parking lot exit by the CITGO station.  With the construction on Tomcat, traffic is oncoming only in the morning and there are people, after getting gas, trying to turn right onto Tomcat.
