SAFETY COMMITTEE MEETING/TRAFFIC SAFETY

1.  Opening:  SAFETY REPRESENTATIVE MEETING 


a.  Old Business:



1)  Debbie VanBuskirk reviewed the minutes from the month of June.  



2)  Don MacKellar discussed CATEGORY 3 Crane training information.  There will be an audit from the Naval Crane Center 27-29 July.  Their focus will be your command’s programs. b.  New Business:

1) QMCM Dan Phelps gave a presentation on boating safety.  Due to computer 

problems in the conference room there was no capability of viewing the powerpoint presentation.  It is available on the Safety Office website (www.nasoceana.navy.mil/safety) and can be used for required Recreational and Off-Duty Safety (RODS) Training.  

2) Denis Bradshaw discussed mishap reduction.  Activities need to trend your 

mishaps and note where your highest numbers are occurring (on duty, off duty, etc.).  NAS Oceana has shown a slight drop in mishaps, but not enough to meet the goal of 50% by the Secretary of Defense.  The majority of our mishaps are RODS.   RODS needs to be stressed during standdowns and other training/meetings.  




a)  We are projecting Military on-duty to go down for the remainder of 04.  Civilians (AF) area being projected as staying the same, but NAF civilian mishaps are projected to be lower than 03.  


c.  Open Discussion:



1)  Manny Perez discussed mishap prevention.  There are two types of mishaps preventable and not.  Someone who is hurt because they tripped in a pot hold is preventable.   Someone who trips over their own two feet is not.  We need to focus on the preventable ones.  He also asked about command picnics and to ensure people are properly attired to play any sports.  Beer and flip flops on the baseball/softball field will cause injuries.  There are less injuries in organized sports vs. pickup games.  People are properly suited up for an organized event.  Look out for your people.  Use ORM.  These injuries affect command readiness when someone can’t work.

a.  Old Business:  



1)  Debbie VanBuskirk reviewed the minutes from the May Traffic Safety Committee Meeting.  


b.  New Business:

 

1)  QMCM Phelps discussed the new PMV Safety Tool ASMIS.  It is a computer program used by the Army to determine the probability of someone getting into an accident while on leave/liberty.  There is a link to the program from the NAVSAFCEN Website.  The data within it is primarily Army, but DON information will be included in the near future.  



2)  Don Mackellar discussed the requirement for traffic safety training for personnel under age 26.  The course “Driving for Life” can be used for this requirement. The full AAA-Driver Improvement Program training is geared more towards personnel required to drive government vehicles or who have had a traffic offense.  


c.  Open Discussion:


1)  There was a problem noted at Post 7, near Hangar 200 that people are ignoring the stop signs by the gate.  It is a traffic hazard, especially for pedestrians.  Security was going to talk to the original complainant from NADEP JAX.
