2)  POV to POV mishaps involving failure to yield, failure to maintain control, improper backing up in parking lots and following too closely were the leading causes of motor vehicle collisions on base from 01-25 MAY 04:



3)  DD 1408 citations issued for Speeding, Failure to Yield, Failure to Maintain Control, as well as Following too Closely, many of which were associated with POV to POV collisions.  The following apply:




a)  21 Speeding DD 1408:  6 at Phantom & Tomcat (Construction Zone); 6 at Tomcat & D (Highest Rate of Collisions); 4 at 5th & Hornet; 2 at 6th & Hornet; 2 at 5th & E; 1 at Terrier at Sparrow.  




b)  5 Failure to Yield DD 1408




c)  4 Failure to Maintain Control DD 1408




d)  2 Improper Backing DD 1408




e)  2 Following Too Closely DD 1408




f)  1 Hit & Run 




g)  1 Improper Driving




h)  1 Improper Passing




i)  1 Fail to Obey Traffic Pattern




j)  Single vehicle collisions with Pothole and perimeter fence were noted




k)  Unsecured GOV Load damaged POV




l)  Tow tractor hit parked Bloodmobile




m)  Federal Magistrate DUI citation was issued to a civilian driver at the Main Gate to Dam Neck Annex




n)  GOV collision with deer occurred involving Security vehicle on Dam Neck Blvd.




o)  A serious bicycle mishap occurred on Regulus Ave when an SUV turned into the bicyclist’s path of travel resulting in a collision.  Head injuries despite use of bicycle helmet.  


c.  Open Discussion:


1)  There was a problem noted at Post 7, near Hangar 200 that people are ignoring the stop signs by the gate.  It is a traffic hazard, especially for pedestrians.  Security is familiar with the problem, and that is not the only location with this problem.
