a.  Old Business:



1)  Regarding the walking paths, the XO said crossovers over the steam pipes will be completed by July and August.

1)  Debbie Vanbuskirk spoke about the Secretary of Defense’s initiative of reducing mishaps by 50% in the next 2 years. The presentation discussed a draft CNI message entitled “Reducing Preventable Mishaps”.  The message, when finalized, will provide guidance on mishap reduction efforts.  Per the draft message, regions/installations shall develop and enforce a mishap prevention policy to include traffic safety and recreational off-duty safety, and coordinate a collective effort to proactively target and reduce causes of preventable accidents.  The message encourages commands to use their Public Affairs Offices to use available media to promote traffic safety and RODS programs. Other actions for regions/installations include:  monitoring and reporting status and trends of mishap, injury and lost work time records; safety stand-downs to communicate mishap reduction plans; ORM E-Learning Course completion; and military under age 26 complete the driver improvement course.
