2.  Old Business:  None.
3.  New Business:  Mr. Don MacKellar, Occupational Safety and Health Specialist, discussed the following: 

  a.  Several graphs summarizing Traffic Mishap data obtained from the NASO Security Detachment database for the period of JAN – SEP 2002 have been prepared by the N05VB staff to identify trends IAW reference (a).

      1)  The vast majority of mishaps involve collisions between POV's.

      2)  Most mishaps occur in Parking Lots.

      3)  Tomcat Blvd locations are the most commonly noted non-parking lot traffic mishap scenes with the intersection of Tomcat Blvd and Oceana Blvd appearing in approximately 1/3 of the Tomcat Blvd mishaps.  The Safety Office shall advise the Navy Regional Security Directorate, Virginia Beach Precinct and PWC of this finding.  Graphs of the analysis are attached as enclosure (1).

  b. Several graphs have been prepared to highlight the types of traffic summons issued on base.

      1)  Driving on a Suspended or Revoked License is by far the most common serious offence cited at NAS Oceana.  Note that several of the GOV-POV traffic mishaps involved Navy drivers who were operating the GOV without a valid driver's license.  Supervisors must ensure that all personnel operating GOV's possess a valid driver's license.

      2)  Reference (a) requires DOD civilian and military 

personnel convicted of serious moving violations are required to complete the AAA Driver Improvement Program course periodically conducted by the Safety Office at no cost.  See the Virginia Beach Safety Storefront website (www.nasoceana.navy.mil/safety) for a course schedule and quota.  Note that N05VB defines serious moving violations as Virginia DMV 6 point violations including Reckless Driving, Driving Under the Influence (DUI)or Driving on Suspended/Revoked License.       3)  Speeding is the most common "other" or less than 6 point violation noted on base.  Note that speeding in excess of 20 mph above the speed limit or above 80 mph is automatically upgraded to Reckless Driving.      

      4)  Graphs of the analysis are attached as enclosure (1).
c.  REQUIRED TRAFFIC SAFETY TRAINING-   OPNAVINST 5100.12G, paragraph 5.c (7) requires that "...all military personnel under the age of 26 receive traffic safety training..." The Traffic Safety PowerPoint presentation (CD) noted below satisfies this requirement. The two videos listed may be used to supplement this training.
