All classes convene 0800-1600 daily in building 240, NAS Oceana.  Uniform is Flight suits.  Plan return flights no earlier than 1700 on the last day of class.  Attendees should ensure coordination of BOQ reservations prior to arriving at Oceana.  Please note: We now block rooms at the BOQ up until 2 weeks prior to class.  Fourteen days prior to class we lose the rooms.   The proper procedure is to call the Oceana BOQ at 757-433-2574/DSN 433-2574 and make a reservation using one of the rooms blocked for LSO School.  Then, have your people call SATO and use the reservation number from the BOQ on your orders.  If you were unable to get reservations at the Oceana BOQ, FCTCA Dam Neck has a good BOQ [(757) 492-6913] and a Navy Lodge  [1 (800) NAVYINN] that are quite close to Oceana. On with individual topics of fun.

CRASH VIDEOS

Keep the press on Gents. Things are getting a little better as far as mishap video’s making it to the LSO School.  Unfortunately, we’re it’s still not 100% and definitely not in a timely manner.  Please make it eminently clear to your Safety Officers that as per 3750, the LSO School shall be info’d on all CV mishap messages.  In addition, as per section 717 of 3750, all CV mishap video’s are to be REVIEWED (that means looked at once) by the MRB and then sent to the school right away. Like I said, it’s getting better, but we still need the LSO’s in the fleet to keep the press on.  Remember, most tapes get reused by the ILARTS guy’s within 3 hours.  As soon as something happens, send someone from the platform to make sure the tape does not get destroyed.

APARTS

As per Lefty’s promise, yes, you'll be able to use APARTS with NMCI.  Unfortunately, we haven’t passed the NMCI compatability testing yet and John has been crushed with other NMCI issues.  Patience my friend, patience.  Testing for APARTS 6.1 for Office 2K is still going so stay tuned for that.  As always, we are always looking for suggestions for improvements, so send them our way when you think of them.   

ARBs

Just wanted to make sure everyone is on the same page when it comes to ARB’s.  

First off, lets have single weight setting discussion.  Please make sure everyone knows that the equations used to derive 29/33-12 winds are different than the ones used in the 29/33-13.  If you are going to use single weight settings, you must make the wind required in the Dash 12s plus temperature correction.  If you cannot make the wind and must use the  Dash 13s; then you must set the gear for the actual aircraft weight plus 2,000lbs for hornets, 3000lbs for Super Hornets with no RATS or 4000lbs for Tomcat B/D’s with no RATS.  Make sure that you account for the temperature correction in your Dash 13 wind calculation.  If you use a single weight setting for a Dash 13 wind, you may very well lose the aircraft and kill several people on the deck, so don’t do it!  FOR ALL BARRICADES, set actual aircraft weight.

Remember, the current method to use ARB’s is a four-step process.  As long as you do these four steps, in order, every time, you won’t miss something.  

1. 12-12 to see if any CDPs need to be stripped.

2. 62/63-12 for Abnormal H/Es and/or Barricade data (H/E, HTDP, H/R).

3. 29/33-12 for SWS, RHWs and temperature corrections.

4. If you can’t make the wind, then 29/33-13 for RHWs using Actual Weight Settings.

Every problem should be attacked using the 4-step process.  If it helps, put your ARBs in that order and make a cheat sheet of required information to retreive.  Remember, if something changes mid emergency, go through all four steps again.  That way you won’t miss anything.  

CAUTION: read the notes every time!!!

We all know that using the ARBs can be a perishable skill, so CAG Paddles and team leads, train your guy’s well.  Unfortunately, not all Air Boss’s come through the school, so CAG Paddles, please ensure that your Air Boss’s are on board with the 4 step process.  We'll continue to trumpet new changes when they come out, but the training has to happen in the Air Wings and squadrons - not on the platform during an emergency.

Next, there is some good news with the recommended airspeed column not matching cockpit indicated airspeed.  For the few aircraft that have this effects, Chris is adding another column for recommended indicated airspeed.  This will simplify things immensely for non-standard approach speeds due to damaged flaps or controllability problems.  Expect the new tables sometime early next year.

MOVLAS WITH IFLOLS

An issue has come up with running MOVLAS station 1 with IFLOLS.  The IFLOLS was designed to shut-off if the lens is ever showing erroneous information for more than 3 seconds, including the datums.  Hence, when using MOVLAS station 1, if the deck starts pitching out of limits for the lens, you might lose the datums.  The engineers at Lakehurst are working on a fix, but it probably won’t get to the fleet until February at the earliest.  Until then, when using MOVLAS with deck motion in excess of ( 10 feet, use the calibration mode on the IFLOLS.  This will ensure that the datums stay on.  The unfortunate backdrop from calibration mode is the ramp motion indicator will not work.  That goes for any MOVLAS station.  It’s not optimal, but until the engineers come up with a fix, it’s all we’ve got.  Just keep em off the ramp paddles.

LRLS

Still a great piece of gear as long as it’s not in it’s stow position.  Over some refreshements here at the platform, we were told a story of a couple of nights where the LRLS was on but no one could see it.  One of the LSO’s for a moment thought that the mushrooms from the forward wardroom were a little too strong, because he could see pretty colors in the wake.  Moving back and forth on the fantail they noticed the colors magically went from green to amber to red.  Moral of the story, if the tower say’s it’s on and no one can see it, make sure the Bosn’ doesn’t have it pointed at the water.  Also, remember; it's not eye safe standing next to it & peering into the pretty colors.  Don't use a mirror to check it - use a piece of wood or paper or hang an S-3 NFO in front of it; just don’t ruin your eyes.
