New Programs

Hi-ho, boys & girls!  Lefty here from LSO Central, with a final update on all things new.  I'll be leaving for my arduous back-to-back shore tour next month.  That's right, true believers - I'm heading to the Air Command and Staff College at Maxwell AFB in Montgomery, AL.  Not quite CAG Paddles, but definitely a peach of a deal.

I've definitely learned a lot during my time here at the LSO School, and I'm quite ready to turn over the reigns to Digger and RJ.  NO MORE ARB LECTURES!!!  But that comes at the price of no more hanging around the keg playing pool - definitely not win/win.

APARTS

Yes, you'll be able to use APARTS with NMCI; but we won't have a gucci setup program with it any more. Currently we're testing APARTS 6.1 for Office 2K, trying to work out some pretty strange bugs that folks have been finding.  If that gets a green light soon, Digger will let you all know where it can be downloaded.  Send your questions/issues to him.  For those poor bastards transitioning to the new NMCI setup, check the LSO School website for the latest download and APARTS FAQs.  And apparently, in typical `let's-lock-in-to-last-decade's-technology' Navy mentality, only Palm IIIs and Vs will be allowed on the network, so get those while they're still being sold.  That is, if you want to continue to use PASS for data input.  

ARBs

For those of you who haven't been through school in a while or have used the magic of the barley-pop to stop the nightmares…  ARB drills can be boiled down to four basic steps, in order:  (check each one as applicable)

· 12-12 for Barricade or Launch Bar Down CDP configuration

· 62/63-12 for Abnormal H/Es and/or Barricade data (H/E, HTDP, H/R)

· 29/33-12 for SWS, RHWs and temperature corrections

· 29/33-13 for RHWs for Actual Weight Settings.

Every problem should be attacked that same way (even put your ARBs in that order, if it helps.)

When the latest ARBs start coming out, all the CAG Paddles are now on the distribution lists.  We'll continue to trumpet what the changes are when they come out, but the training has to happen in the Air Wings and squadrons - not on the platform during an emergency.

IFLOLS (or, Raiders of the Arc-Minutes)

There is a known problem with the drive shaft for the light tables in the Mk-13.  Slipping can cause an incorrect glideslope to be displayed to the pilot with no indications to the lens room or on the platform.  A fix, involving a mark for the correct placement of the drive gear, is in the works.  Until then, be even more wary, Paddles!

Wow; did we learn a lot in the last month I was here.  In a quest to figure out what a pilot sees at each wire (like in the FLOLS lecture) we found that IFLOLS ees a leetle different.  Skip this if you don't give a damn…

Yes, there are 12 cells, numbered from top to bottom, 1-12.  Yes, they give a total of 1.7 degrees of vertical coverage, just like the Mk 6.  No, they're not individually all the same in terms of coverage.  That's where the mathematical fun begins.  Glideslope does indeed originate between the 6th and 7th cell.  But each yellow (it's official - not amber) cell is 8 arc-minutes* in coverage, while the red cells (called 'expanded cells') are 10 arc-min (11th cell) and 12 arc-min (12th cell) respectively.  *There are 60 arc-min per degree, so 1.7 degrees = 102 arc-min.

Crunch the numbers, and the top 6 yellow cells equate to 48 arc-minutes, or .8 degrees.  That leaves .9 degrees (or 54 arc-min) for the other 4 yellow (32 arc-min) plus the two red (22 arc-min total.)  Do the math - it's all right triangles - or look for it to come from the School when they boys get a chance to update the lecture.

ARBs & IFLOLS

We've done a lot of crosschecking and have asked the folks at Lakehurst to double-check their barricade numbers.  It seems different carriers in the Nimitz class have different Hook Touch-Down Points and Hook-to-Eye values - but they're all Nimitz class, right?  Also, don't forget that there are three little `foot-stompers' in the IFLOLS system; EA-6B 20 degrees, single engine Hook-to-Eye (make sure you use 18.75 feet,)  F-14B/D single engine Hook-to-Eye (with left engine operating and at 17 units, use the normal 19.7 feet,) and if, Heaven forfend, a Hornet needs a barricade, make sure the HTDP is correct per the 62/63-12. 

LRLS

The frickin' lasers are out there; send in lessons learned (settings, weather conditions, drop light settings, etc.)  Remember; it's not eye safe standing next to it & peering into the pretty colors.  Don't use a mirror to check it - use a piece of wood or paper or somebody useless.  For those of you who wondered - there are more green lasers than red because it takes more greens to get the same power out as the red.  For those of you who didn't wonder that, just keep hitting that `I Believe' button with all your might.  Oh yeah - it ain't yaw stabilized, so when your parking lot is wiggling like a belly dancer on crack, good luck staying in the zone!

If you've made it this far, you're braver than I thought…  Many thanks to all the people I've worked with in the Navy and Marine Corps team, the government employees (who really are here to help!), the contractors (most of them) and all the LSOs who came through the school while I've been here. Thankfully, there is not much to report from the safety side of the house.  Paddles worldwide have been doing a fantastic job.  Keep it up.
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I would, however, like to address an IFLOLS issue.  I’ve heard from quite a few pilots that the IFLOLS does not keep up with even 2-3 ft of pitching deck.  Other pilots say that it keeps up just fine.  Now the IFLOLS stabilization system is supposed to be twice as good as the MK-6 capable of up to 4+ feet of heave.  So, IF there is a problem, we may need to either change our training as to when we switch to MOVLAS, or better yet, improve the lens.  Now this entire newsletter might sound like we are harping on the fleet for better input, but we can’t do either on hearsay and no data.  We need: ship, deck movement (i.e. ( 2-3 feet), wave periodicity, lens stabilization mode, inertial info source (i.e. ships gyro, SPN-46), and if you can get it, video of the lens from the helo.  CAG Paddles and wing quals, HELP US OUT!  If there is a problem, fixing it is in the best interest of everyone, but we can’t do it with out the data you send us.
